* Current identification must show your correct address and telephone number. If you are currently
renting or reside in a condo, you must show proof that you are able to keep a pet on the premises.

* If youare adopting a feline, you must bring an animal carrier with you.

*  Your family must be willing to allow an authorized representative of Animal Heartline to make an
adoption follow-up, either in person or by telephone.

* Spaying or Neutering of pets adopted through Animal Heartline is required, if the animal is not
already altered.

*  When adopting a pet from Animal Heartline, a legally binding and enforced contract must be signed.

* If at any time you are unable to keep the pet, or unable to provide it with proper care, it must be
offered back to Animal Heartline before making other arrangements.
